With Him, we can  
complete the journey home to God and meet the 
challenges of the day.  Not only that, St. Paul re-
minds us that we now “can become imitators of 
God himself.”  We need not be weighed down by 
“anger, bitterness or reviling.”  Now we are called 
to offer the “sweet fragrance of kindness, compas-
sion, and mercy to each other.”  This is who we 
really are and called to be.  As St. Catherine of  
Siena reminds us, “If you are what you should be, 
you will set the world ablaze.”

Sacraments of First Communion & Confirmation 
Are married to a Catholic and attend Mass, and 
would like to take the next steps to become a 
member of the Catholic Church 

 

RCIA is a spiritual formation process beginning in  
October and ending with initiation in the Catholic 
Church at the Easter Vigil.  RCIA classes are taught 
by Father Murray and are held every Monday even-
ing from 7:00-8:30pm at the rectory.  These classes 
are for anyone with interest, no matter your current    
denomination.  Please be sure to encourage your 
friends & neighbors with interest in Catholicism, too!

              - to receive the Eucharist, one must be in a state of  
   Grace; serious sin must be confessed before 
                receiving Holy Communion. 
 

              - fast from food at least one (1) hour before receiving    
   Holy Communion; exceptions taking medication or   
   other health issues. 
 

               - bodily demeanor, gestures & dress ought to convey    
    respect as Christ becomes our guest. 
 

 - a simple bow before receiving Holy Communion 
                 and responding Amen. 
 

               - quiet reflection when returning to the pew     
    acknowledging Christ’s presence, and words of 
                  praise and thanksgiving and petitioning the Lord  
                  to answer our many needs.  Leaving Church after  
                  receiving is not appropriate. 
 

               - to remember we are to become what we receive...   
                  how do we reflect the spirit of the Eucharist in 
                  our relationships, choices and decisions. 
 

               - be mindful of Christ’s continuing presence in the  
                 Tabernacle; if able, genuflect entering and leaving 
                 Church or a simple bow is appropriate for those  
                 who cannot genuflect.
